Briefing Hints – Formal Briefings
These are ideas about how to do formal briefings for fire staff.
Idea One - Lyn
1. What has happened.
Explain what has happened in the past. This will depend on who you are briefing, which  could be the past  24 hours or over the weekend.

Past satellite loop of the past.

RH, wind
Any precipitation

 2. What is happening.  

RH, wind, temperature precipitation

Current satellite picture

Tephigram 

Analysis surface, upper air pattern
3. What’s to come.
Prog tephi  and RH

Your prog   lightning winds, RH

NWP models

Confidence of certain parameters and timing of events and/or other possibilities

Idea Two - Lyn
Take one parameter, i.e.  RH or wind or what ever the issue of the day is.  Then just focus on that parameter when doing your briefing for the past, present and future.

Doug’s Idea

1. Briefly show or discuss critical weather from yesterday or the past few days (especially after weekends).

2. Show a satellite and discuss important evolution.
3. Show a prog with critical weather for today.

4. Show and discuss the upper flow (steering pattern) for today and the next few days interspersed with analysis or models as necessary.  Discuss reliability of forecasts in current pattern.
5. Give a very general trend outlook and relaiability.
6. Reiterate the next day or to forecast stressing critical elements (focus on lightning, wind, RH, temp. and precipitation of lack of).
7. Add tephigram prog tephigram (less useful due to smoothing) or EPS based on weather and audience.
8. Offer to answer questions but keep it brief.

9. Summary: Stress the critical weather, discuss the weather in the next while stressing what is critical. Revisit what the critical weather is.
