· Area maps (point A is CYMM, B is Conklin and C is CYOD on “Surrounding Area.pdf”)
· IR satellite images 06, 12, 18Z on 17 May 2002

· Surface Analysis from CMC at 06, 12, 18Z on 17 May 2002

· METARS for Edmonton, Cold Lake and Fort McMurray to 18Z

· Upper air charts for 12Z on 17 May 2002

· Optional radar (no Vernon radar at this time for the southern BC Interior)

· CBC article about the House River Fire (for later in the month)

Do:
1. Find a representative tephigram for airmass over Conklin, Alberta at 12Z on 17 May 2002.  Discuss layers of stability or instability.

2. Using the “Blank Surface Map.jpg” produce a short range prog at 00Z 18 May of for Alberta east of the Rockies including: 

a. Fronts

b. Cloud areas

c. Mark on areas of wind east and west of “cold” front with a few wind barbs

d. Optional: areas of precipitation

3. Produce a zone forecast for Fort McMurray – Cold Lake Zone (areas in grey are not required).
4. Produce a spot forecast for Conklin, AB (areas in grey are not required).
